


Almost every user has their own ideas about accessing the cultures in or on a T-flask. We interpret and
realize these wishes insomuch that the opening and closing of the upper part presents no hindrance 
to movement. This is the latest development of flasks with the unique re-closable lid. The lid is so 
designed as to allow manual gripping of the flaps. The recess has shown itself to be very useful as a
help in lifting a firmly fixed lid using pincers or similar tool with little effort required by the user. The
stacking process of several flasks remains the same as with the standard flask. The foundation stone for
this further development lies in the design of the flask with foil lid.

A non-toxic gasket and a unique 
click-in system allow the lid 
to be fixed into any desired-position.

Access to the inside of a flask by removing the 
multiple layered foil has proven successful over many
years. A re-closure of such a flask is not possible.
Pressure tightness of both the foil and re-closable 
versions with regard to the filling volume is 
guaranteed. «Square is better» is the descriptive 
name of the type with a 115cm2 specially treated
growth surface. An additional safety zone specific 
to the user’s wishes is found behind the barrier –
which is also called a «land».

Our range of flasks has been associated for many years with 
a continual high standard of manufacturing quality. The yellow 
coloring, which has always been our trademark, not only symbolises
a marking innovation; it stands for and guarantees a stable, 
slip-free stacking of several flasks. Access with pipettes and 
scrapers right into the corners is another characteristic of our 
tissue culture flasks. The 75 and 300 cm2 types have writing 
areas on both side surfaces and thus also offer left-handed 
users a user-friendly article. The improved uniform surface 
treatment of the flask base and absolute transparency round 
off this product.

Standard tissue culture flasks

The ”VENT” marking on the screw cap
indicates defined aeration. The 

clicked-in venting position is clearly
seen by means of a slightly raised 

rectangle found on the highest point
on the cap. When the cap is turned

through 90º the flask closes 
and is gas-tight.



Filter tubes 50, bioreactor / PCV-Packed Cell Volume tubes

Regulated gas transfer will satisfy every requirement.
Maximum exchange of oxygen, carbon dioxide 
(and humidity) through five openings. If required, 
any opening can be sealed and the gas exchange 
trimmed to requirement. Sterility is maintained at 
all times by means of the additional filter 
membrane (0.22 μm).

Revolutionary, shaken tissue culture container for all tissue suspensions, formerly an 
inconceivable flexibility for the user. The removal of specimens, change of medium,
parallel experimentation etc. are simplicity itself with this tube.

Culture growth occurs using suitable supports while shaking at a temperature of
37°C. The gas-porous filter guarantees oxygen supply, even at very high tissue 
densities. Thanks to small size and standardised geometry these tubes are excellent
for parallel tests and optimization experiments. They fit into any 50ml standard 
centrifuge apparatus.

PCV tubes allow reproducible measurements. Micro-centrifuge 
using fixed angle or better, with rotating rotors. The quantity of tissue 
cells is shown in the PCV capillary after a short centrifuge operation.

A quantum leap is made with the new version of
pipettes with a reservoir. Our own development
makes it possible to achieve and manufacture this
mould design. The high transparency usually asso-
ciated with TPP products could once again be
achieved.

The extremely small outside diameter of the tube-
end brings an enormous advantage regarding 
accessibility in the smaller range of tissue culture
flasks.

The enlargement made possible by the reservoir 
at the end of the pipette increases the capacity 
reserves. This is absolutely unique in such types of 
pipette.

The well-established standard pipettes fulfill all 
requirements set for single-use pipettes. The 
colored cotton wadding sits firmly in the tube 
and hinders an over-filling of the pipette sucking
apparatus. Color-coding on the stackable TPP 
dispensers and on the pipettes help to avoid 
confusion during routine examinations.

Our test plates exhibit the finest
workmanship combined with ease of
inscription and continuous growth
treatment. The lid has an air-venting
system and guarantees a controlled
gas exchange. The yellow inscription
areas offer a place for identification
notes. Experienced users value the 
sloped edge of the lid that ensures it
can only be placed in one position on
the test plate. The inscription areas
support this positioning inasmuch that
yellow goes to yellow! The growth
zone is only available on the spherical
base and not on the sides. This causes
a flattening of the meniscus and 
thus a reduction of light scattering.
The 96-size is standardized with an
interleaved barcode 2/5. The white
base color is embossed firmly on the
polystyrene and eliminates the possi-
bility of loss of identification through
detachment. The absolutely flat floor
area, free from inclusions, guarantees
the highest level of transparency.

The interleaved barcode 2/5 makes each test plate 
numerically unique because the eight digit lot number 
combined with the eight digit serial number can never 
give a second identical result.

The tissue culture membrane inserts (Maxicell) fit 
into the tissue culture test plates. Among the practical 
advantages of this system are an almost in vivo 
environment, the cultivation of adherent and 
suspended tissues, dispensing partly with the need 
to coat collages and other matrix coatings, being able
to follow the growth phase in three dimensions and the
co-cultivation of tissues on the base of the TC plate.



TPP is a world leading manufacturer of tissue dishes with the yellow inscrip-
tion field pressed into their upper part. A protruding edge on the side of the
dish has the function of greatly simplifying the specific separation of the
upper and lower parts. Of great significance over normal dishes is the ease
of stacking. When several dishes are stacked up, viewing is possible using
transmitted light. Their transportation from A to B is also simple and secure.
The cams on the inside of the dish lid cause a gap to form between lid and
dish so that a constant movement of air can also be maintained when in 
the closed condition. An improved surface treatment of the growth zone 
ensures constant results.

Tissue culture dishes

The clock-numbering system 
(3, 6, 9 and12) inlaid into 
the base of the dish allows the
identification and 
documentation of zones.
